rido dos anos 60 e 70. A Casa dos
Ledes voltou a animar-se, pois os reis da selva hd muitos anos que ndo
eram vistos por aquelas bandas. A Indico niio conseguiu ainda observar
a presenca da “ledozada” por as cheias ndo permitirem o acesso a sua
casa. Nem a nds e, provavelmente, nem a eles...

Também ficamos a saber que os intensos incéndios (obviamente na es-
tacdo seca passada) foram simultaneamente amigos e inimigos. Amigos,
na medida em que contribuiram para, num processo natural, manter o
ecossistema do Parque. Inimigos porque, quando muito espalhados ou
intensos, ameacam as comunidades ali fixadas.

From the Plains — Life in the Wilds of Namibia and Mog¢ambique, obra
de 1979 em que Lynne Tinley descreve como ela e a familia sobrevive-
ram no Etosha Pan (Namibia) e no Parque Nacional da Gorongosa. E
uma histdria cativante na qual se salienta a importancia da preservacdo
do nosso Parque.

"“GOGOGO"” - THE GORONGOSA NEWSLETTER

It is also the name of
the highest peak of the Gorongosa
Mountain in the Chi-Gorongosi
dialect and originates from a local
legend that recounts the defence
operations of the holy mountain,
as the newsletter explains.

We have learned from the “Gogo-
go”, and are hereby informing
our readers (those who may not
be aware), that the new Internet
website of the National Park is now
www.gorongosa.net. Gorongosa
ecology, people, animals and plants
are now just a click away.

We have also learned that the
lions have returned to their home!
Lucia Monteiro, photographer of
the Portuguese magazine Viséo,
managed to capture the lions in
their preferred habitat of the 60s
and 70s. The House of Lions is again breathed with life, for many years
have passed since the kings of the jungle were last seen in this area.
indico magazine has as yet to observe the presence of the “lion pride”
since the floods have not permitted access to their home. Neither to us,
nor to them...

Furthermore, we learned from the newsletter that the intense fires (obvi-
ously during the last dry season) were at the same time both friends and
enemies of the Park. They were friends to the extent that they helped
preserve the Park s ecosystem in a natural way, and enemies when they
were very widespread and intense, threatening the local communities.
We also learned of a new printing, for sale via the Internet, of the 1979
book “Drawn from the Plains — Life in the Wilds of Namibia and Mozam-
bique” in which Lynne Tinley describes how she and her family survived
in the Etosha pan in Namibia and the Gorongosa National Park. It is a
captivating story, highlighting the importance of preserving our Park.
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
